Dear parents/guardians and students:

Law is a common aspect of everyday life in modern societies. This course examines the central features of law as a social institution. We will explore the nature of law as a set of social systems, central actors in the systems, legal reasoning, and the relationship of the legal form and reasoning to social change. A core theme throughout this course is the exploration of law’s relationship to culture and legal consciousness. The primary purpose of the course will be to develop our perspective on law beyond the legal profession and learn that law and its relationship to society is shaped by social, economic, and political opportunities and constraints. By the end of the semester, students will have developed an understanding of the social processes that affect the legal system, and, more importantly, students will have improved upon their capacity to think critically and communicate effectively about themes, concepts, and argument surrounding the law.
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COURSE AIMS

· Understand historical and contemporary theories about the role of law in society and whose interests the law serves.
· Identify the structure of the legal profession and how it has come to have that structure.
· Apply specific theoretical perspective(s) to everyday conflicts that touch upon legal issues.
· Evaluate how and why different individuals and groups view the law in certain ways and how the law differently affects individuals’ lives.
· Critically discuss and analyze under what circumstances the law can produce social change and reproduction, social control, compliance, and deterrence, and equality or inequality.
· Critically discuss and analyze the law’s relationship to categories of identity.
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Materials:  Students will need the following materials in class EVERY DAY.  Please obtain and bring these materials as soon as possible.
· blue or black ink pens (at least two) and a red pen for in-class grading/editing

· pencils (remember that some classrooms throughout Skyline do not have pencil sharpeners)

· a package of 3x5 index cards
· a package of dry-erase markers
· a package of sticky-notes
· a three ring binder with subject dividers and notebook paper. I recommend that you have divided sections titled “Notes” and “Readings.” 
· an assignment calendar or personal planner 

· Periodically, you will need art supplies (markers, colored pencils, etc.) to be available. I will notify you when such materials will be necessary.

COURSEWORK 
Homework:  Although the amount and type will vary, expect homework 2 to 3 nights each week.  

· In-class work and homework must be neatly written or typed (if typed, use MLA formatting)
· Save all homework assignments (including notes and handouts). They will help with test preparation as well as providing insurance in case of a grade discrepancy. 
Oral Communication: Students will be regularly required to practice the art of oral communication in small-group cooperative learning, whole-class discussions, Socratic Seminars, and presentations.  
Written Work:  Please note that all typed documents MUST be typed and submitted to www.turnitin.com.  

· If submitting multiple pages, they should be stapled together BEFORE class.  

ELECTRONICS POLICIES
Cell Phones:

Participation:  The presence, curiosity, integrity and cooperation of all students are important to the success of everyone in the classroom. Students will be evaluated on various aspects, which include (but are not limited to):

GUIDE/TIPS FOR READING:

· When you are faced with long readings in any Humanities course, you can do a few things to ensure that you fully understand the reading for class preparation.
· Organize your schedule. Pay attention to due dates which are given in advance and plan your time accordingly.
· Begin every reading by reading the abstract, preface, introduction, and conclusion paragraphs at the minimum. These are often the most important parts of the text because the author often signals their major themes and arguments. 
· Critically read the afore-mentioned paragraphs indicating what seemed like the strongest parts of the text. Do not simply rely on underlining or highlighting; this is insufficient. In order to really know a text, you need to convert it into your own words or your own organization of the text. Underlining is passive and does not help you learn the material.

Collusion also includes the use or sharing of identical or highly similar passages of one’s own work, or the work of another, unless specifically authorized by the teacher.
