Macbeth Movie Project! 
Objective: In a group of 3-5 students, create a cinematic representation of a scene from Macbeth. (Groups may not be smaller than 3 or larger than 5)
· Your group will choose topics in class from a list of scenes from The Tragedy of Macbeth.
· Movies may not be under 3 minutes or over 7 minutes in length. This is a rigid requirement; your movie will be stopped at 7 minutes and a failure to regard instructions will result in loss of points. This time includes bloopers – see instruction on bloopers below.
· This project has the capacity to become a parody. DO NOT let your project become a parody. The content of Macbeth is a tragedy, not a comedy. Your grades will suffer if you misinterpret your scene as a comedy. (However, blooper reels, no longer than 1 minute, are allowed following the credits of your movie. Bloopers must be classroom appropriate.)

· Every student must be a valuable contributor in this project, i.e. an actor in a major part (or multiple minor parts), the director/videographer, special effects/music/editing, etc.

· Each group should have access to a video recording device. If this is a problem, please come speak to me.
· Men can play female characters and women can play male characters.

· You may adapt Macbeth into any time period or concept; however, the language of the play must stay Shakespeare’s words – no translations.

· You must turn your project in via a FlashDrive (aka thumb drive, zip drive, etc.) or on a Google Drive link sent via email. If I cannot play it, I cannot grade it.

· Movie scenes will be chosen by lottery. For example, the first group number to be randomly selected will have the first choice from the topics listed on the document camera. However, the last group number randomly selected will also get free choice of the entire list.
